	TRAINEE MEMBER
A Trainee is a member who has joined the Corps to participate in all activities of the Corps.

· Obtain the certification requirements within twelve months of joining the Corps.

· Respond on at least fifty calls in the back of the rig.

· Learn the location and use of equipment in the rigs and know the Operating Procedures.

· Follow directions given by Operating Members when on a call.

· Perform only emergency services which they are certified to do.

· Give up position on crew to any Operating Member upon their request.

· Attain the points needed on the Activity Schedule as of December 31st of each year as per Article VII - Section 10.

· Be on probation for a period of twelve months.

· Prior to becoming a certified second, the Trainee must have his/her EMT skills verified by a group discussion of the Captain, First Lieutenant, and Second Lieutenant.
	NON-OPERATING MEMBER
A Non-Operating Member is a member who has joined the Corps to participate in all activities of the Corps, except answering ambulance calls.
· Be a member of, and actively participate in, at least two committees.
· Participate in fund drives and fund raising activities.
· Attain the points needed on the Activity Schedule as of December 31st of each year as per Article VII – Section 10.
	PROBATIONARY MEMBER
A Probationary Member is a certified member who has either left the Magnolia Ambulance Corps, Inc. in good standing within a two year period or who has within  two years of applying to the Corps has served as an active member on another ambulance corps for a period of at least two years.  Prior active membership must be comparable to the Magnolia Ambulance Corps, Inc. Operating Member.
· Server as a Trainee until completing twenty-five calls in the back of the rig, at which time he/she becomes an Operating Member.

· Participate in all activities of the Corps and attain points needed on the Activity Schedule as of December 31st of each year, as per Article VII – Section 10

· Be on probation for a period of twelve months.
· Prior to becoming a certified second, the Probationary Member must have his/her EMT skills verified by a group discussion of the Captain, First Lieutenant, and Second Lieutenant.
	CADET MEMBER
A Cadet Member is any person age sixteen or seventeen who has joined the Cadets of the Magnolia Ambulance Corps, Inc.
· Participate in all activities of the Cadet Corps.

· Follow the rules and regulations of the Cadet Corps.

· Upon reaching the age of eighteen and being currently certified in EMT-B and CPR and having completed 50 calls, a Cadet shall become a Probationary Member as defined in Article VII – Section 5.

· Upon reaching the age of eighteen and the Cadet has not attained certification as approved by the NJSFAC and OEMS, the Cadet shall become a Trainee as defined in Article VII – Section 3.
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
